Highly attuned to his environment, no matter where he finds himself, Arthur Simms gets inspiration from diverse sources, both high and low. Objects of transport, such as skateboards and bicycles, figure highly in his work.  Born in St. Andrew, Jamaica, Simms immigrated to Brooklyn in 1969. During the 1980s, Simms was struck by the sight of New York City's homeless pushing grocery carts filled with their life's belongings. It reminded him of the carts used to carry wares and produce to the market in his native country. "In my art, I try to assimilate the essence of my Jamaican heritage. There are so many things that go into the work, but each part has a special significance, in the same way as if you had to carry all your belongings with you all the time."
