Clíodhna Shaffrey is a curator whose practice includes exhibitions, public art commissions, writing and the development of longer-term projects in contexts.  In 2006, Shaffrey curated Eigse, Carlow – Utopias and Tulca, Galway – Within and Without (in collaboration with Sarah Searson and Aine Philips). Body City (phase 1 and 2) which explored the intertwining between body and city included a Video Apartment, a seminar and website, and was curated with Nigel Rolfe and Shelagh Morris for Dublin Docklands Authority in 2007. TRADE and Artists as Traveller were developed during a residency with Visual Leitrim and Leitrim, and Roscommon County Council (2004-2006). Her exhibitions include: House Warming, 2009, curated with Ruairi O Cuiv as the inaugural exhibition for Rua Red, Tallaght; Losing It and Visual Fictions, both for the Fenton Gallery Cork; The Happiest Country in the World, curated with Ruairi O Cuiv. Peripheral Visions, 2005 – a yearlong programme of video art for Cork City of Culture, curated with Nigel Rolfe. Shaffrey is currently editor with Sarah Searson for a new public art website - www.publicart.ie - commissioned by the Arts Council and the Department of Arts, Sports and Tourism and will take up a curatorial residency with Wicklow County Council in May 2009.
