There will be some sound checks on the day of each concert which will take place no earlier than 11.00hrs and 
no later than 20.00hrs. There will also be a short system test on Friday 23rd June will take place sometime 
between 16.00hrs and 19.00hrs. 
 
TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT 

 Military Road will be closed to inbound traffic only from the junction with John’s Road West from 15.00hrs 
until after the event, and also the junction with Kilmainham Lane/Bow Lane West for the same periods.  

 Military Road will remain open to all traffic outbound towards St John’s Road West only.  

 Kilmainham Lane will be confined to one-way traffic outbound-only from 15.00hrs each day during these 
events. Both road closures will be enforced by use of barriers, cones and Garda presence.  

 Cars displaying a disability badge will be permitted to use the East Gate to access the event.  

 Following the events An Garda Síochána may put in additional road closures to facilitate safe egress of 
patrons from the event. This would be for a short period of time from approx. 22:30hrs on the 24th June, 
29th June and 1st July.

ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT 

 An independent Acoustics Consultant will monitor noise levels throughout the event in accordance with 
the ‘Code of Practice on Environmental Noise at Concerts’. 

 A waste management contractor will ensure that the venue and immediate surrounds are cleaned after 
each event. 

 Two cleaning operatives will patrol HSQ, Kilmainham Lane and the side roads during the concerts and then 
a full clean will take place overnight and be completed by 07.00hrs each day.
